Claude Régy’s theatrical work began in the 1950s and has since undergone several metamorphoses, 
none of which have passed unnoticed. This director is famous for creating the first French 
productions of plays by Pinter, Bond, Handke, Botho Strauss, Gregory Motton, Jon Fosse. He made 
the dramatic works of Marguerite Duras and Nathalie Sarraute known, rediscovered Maeterlinck 
and, more recently, the Old Testament in a translation by Henri Meschonnic. Today, he has become 
a reference, a critical, polemical, and radical voice.

Enriched with testimonies and public and private archives, this current work outlines a complex 
artistic journey, peopled with the most famous actors (Michel Bouquet, Delphine Seyrig, Michaël 
Lonsdale, Gérard Depardieu, Isabelle Huppert, Martial Di Fonzo Bo, Valérie Dréville…). Régy was 
involved in the theatrical institutions which have shaped the French modern stage, from Théâtre 
Hébertot to the Ateliers Berthier and Théâtre Antoine, TNP, Théâtre Renaud-Barrault, and even 
more remarkably, in cinema and radio.

The methodical construction of a “mental space”, the effort to articulate audition and vision, the 
role devoted to the actor in this process, the deliberate intention to “put the spectator to work”, has 
led us to locate Régy within a history which is not exactly that of the performing arts, but rather one 
pertaining to the most ancient ethical praxis of words and images.

It proposes two ways to navigate 
through half a century of French theatre, informed by 
Claude Regy’s personal experience, initiating a reflection 
on Theatre’s memory and on relations between fixed and 
mnemonic images.
